Advancement Via Individual Determination, AVID, is a 9th to 12th grade program that prepares students in the 
academic middle for admission to a four-year college or university. Students take an AVID elective course 
throughout high school that provides them with the skills needed to be successful in advancing academically with 
the ultimate goal of attending college.
